· Introductions:
· Celina introduced herself as Chair of the Advisory Committee (AC). Asked Rosalious if she would like to introduce herself as a new member of the committee.
· Rosalious introduced herself as a member of the committee and a current recipient with IHSS. This is her first meeting attending as a member and looks forward to learning more about the resources available to IHSS recipients and caregivers. 
· Celina asked the members if anyone else had anything to share.

· Mary Gillion: 
· Introduced herself as a former member of the Advisory Committee and currently a IHSS provider.

5. IHSS PUBLIC AUTHORITY REPORT-Myette Christian/Melissa Cardenas
· Myette:
· November is National Caregiver Appreciation month.
· There is currently a banner located in the lobby to celebrate caregivers.
· 11/13/2024 is the National Caregiver Appreciation Day (NCAD) event for providers to come together and celebrate one another with food, entertainment, and resources.
· The theme of the event is “Balance Abundance Success” and will be located at the Jesse Turner Health and Fitness Center in Fontana.
· It has been 3 years since the last event. 
· 200 people have already registered
· Vendors have registered including Advisory Committee. AC Vendor table should be set with flyers, brochures, applications, and tote bags.
· Rosalious asked if members can donate hand sanitizers to pass out? 
· Myette replied to it being possibly acceptable since it is considered Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).
· Jacqueline asked if members could purchase items to pass out at events.  
· Heather suggested purchasing aprons.
· Myette informed that PA would have to check with the state to see if it is acceptable for committee to purchase items with personal monetary donations instead of from the State allocated budget for the committee.

6. DEPARTMENT OF AGING AND ADULT SERVICES REPORT
· Sheila:
· 45,700 IHSS cases in San Bernardino County.
· In the month of October there were 1,900 new referrals.
· 375 average caseload size.
· ACL 24-72 (October 8, 2024) Implementation of the In-Home Supportive Services Program Telehealth Reassessment Option
· CDSS believes it can provide flexibility to the recipients and increase program compliance
· Client has the choice to conduct a telehealth assessment. It is not mandatory.
· Not available to clients under the age of 19.
· Have not had any reported Adult Protective Services (APS) cases
· No documented concerns regarding the client’s health and safety or suspicion of fraud 
· No hospitalizations
· No gap in services in the last 6 months
· No changes in residence since the last assessment
· Lives with others in need of assistance with memory, orientation, and judgement, or lives alone and does not need assistance with memory, orientation, and judgement. Refer to Rank 2 or Rank 5 in Memory, Orientation, and Judgement (MOJ) from the CDSS Manual of Policies and Procedures (MPP) Section 30-756.372
· Does not have an Authorized Representative  
· Caron asked when does this go into effect
· Sheila informed that there is no set date yet, however, it could possibly take place within the next few months
· Celina asked can it be done through a video call
· Sheila said it is possible to do over Zoom, FaceTime, or Web-ex.
· Reminded everyone of the resources provided through Inland Empire Health Plan (IEHP) regarding High Blood Pressure and Diabetes. Passed out flyers for further information.

7. OLD BUSINESS

· Myette informed that PA is still working with County Counsel for guidance and will provide further information once available.

· Fiscal Report-Fiscal year (July 1, 2024-June 30, 2025):
· Frank informed year to date budget remaining at $2,751.18
· We’re currently in month 5 of the fiscal year 
· Informed as the committee has spent over half of the budget, to be cautious with spending.
· Advises that the committee has at least 3-4 meetings to fund. Including funding for the Multi-Disciplinary Team Conference (MDT) attendance and raffle prize.
· Celina asked about Advisory Committee meeting dates proposed for the new year.

· Rosalious asked how often this event occurs
· Roxanne replied it occurs once a year, typically in the month of May

· Frank informed of the increase for IHSS provider minimum wage from $18.10 to $18.60 effective 1/1/2025

· Heather stated that the lower tables are still difficult for the mobility scooters to fit appropriately. Commented that perhaps there could be a collaboration with the Register of Voters to provide appropriate accommodations.
· CICA Report:
· Caron informed that CICA hold meetings twice a month. One of the meetings occurring at the same time as Advisory Committee.
· Meeting on 10/16/24 discussed Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPPA) Health Care Rights 
· Medicare open season starts 11/11/24
· One on one Medicare counseling covered through the State Health Insurance Program (SHIP) with many other resources offered as well.
· Communication, Education, and Outreach workshops that are located at senior centers.
· Workshops for caregivers
· Assistance with the Medicare application process such as:
· Part A-Hospitalizations
· Part B-Doctors Appointments, 
· Part C-Medicare Advantage,
· Part D-Prescription Drugs 
· Fraud 
· Long-term care including Medi-Cal, appeals, skills nursing, and share of cost.
· State Disability
· Eligible for Medicare under the age of 65 if disabled
· Eligible for Medicare if you had a green card for at least 5 years. 
· As the Medicare process can be confusing, you are able to contact the phone number located on the back of the booklet you receive. 
· Roxanne informed that Medicare enrollment ends 12/7/2024
· Also informed to be aware of fraudulent callers and scams around this time of year.
· The “Doughnut” which is a period where a medication can cause a client to come out pocket for fees, will be going away as of 1/1/2025.
