· Dorothy introduced herself as an alternate member of the Committee and an IHSS caregiver. She is a retiree from the San Bernardino City Schools.
·  Jacqueline introduced herself as Vice Chair of the Committee and an IHSS consumer. 
· Brenda introduced herself as Supervising Social Worker for San Bernardino IHSS.
· Jake introduced himself as Deputy Director for East Valley region and San Bernardino IHSS.
· Melissa introduced herself as Manager of PA.
· Myette introduced herself as Deputy Director for PA.
· Franklin introduced himself as the Finance Manager for PA.
· Roxanne introduced herself as the Executive Director for PA.
· Sandy introduced herself as Executive Administration Assistant for PA.
· Rebecca Introduced herself as Supervising Office Assistant for PA.
· Carlos introduced himself as an Office Assistant III for PA.
· Romina introduced herself as an Office Specialist with PA and Secretary of AC.



4. PUBLIC COMMENT ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS

5. IHSS PUBLIC AUTHORITY (PA) REPORT-Myette Christian/Melissa Cardenas
· Myette:
· On 4/9/25, PA will be hosting the first Caregiver Training Summit. Hope some will attend as it will be a day of learning.
· The event will consist of at least 9 different topics
· AM and PM sessions will be available
· Myette asked the committee if it had been decided who will attend and who will volunteer at the vendor table.
· Celina commented that she and Heather plan to volunteer at the vendor table. Still deciding who will cover during the AM and PM session.
· Melissa:
· The PA department is fully staffed with 2 new Social Workers to start soon.
· There are 3,200 available providers on the Registry.
· Marketing efforts continue with Billboard, Newspaper, and Radio ads.

6. DEPARTMENT OF AGING AND ADULT SERVICES (DAAS)- PUBLIC GUARDIAN (PG) REPORT
· Brenda:
· Reported 49,105 active IHSS cases in San Bernardino County.
· 1,876 applications received in February.
· 2,001 applications received in March.
· 380 average caseload size.
· On 2/10/25, California Department of Social Services (CDSS) conducted their State Annual Quality Assurance (Q/A) Review with San Bernardino County and are returning for the exit conference tomorrow. 
· Will provide results at the next AC meeting.
· ACL 23-106 “Elimination of Provider Eligibility Requirements for Minor Recipients in the In-Home Supportive Services Program” was approved.
· The department will review domestic services for minor children such as cleaning the client’s bedroom, bathroom, and other shared rooms in the home.
· These tasks are deemed as the caregiver’s responsibilities whether they are or not the legal, biological, or adoptive parent. In addition, such duties do not require compensation.
· Myette asked when this(ACL 23-106) took effect.
· Jake informed that it was released in November 2024 and since then, CDSS has held conference calls to provide clarification. However, for San Bernardino County, the department took this notion into effect in March 2025.
· Myette asked if this would result in a reduction of hours.
· Jake informed that the hours would be reduced at the time of reassessment.
· Myette asked how many hours could be reduced due to these tasks.
· Jake stated that the typical time allotted is 1 hour per room, however, that time could be prorated among the caregivers that share that task. 
· Brenda stated that the County is nearing completion of transition to electronic case files.
· The department will also complete a reconciliation process to confirm that the physical files have been converted electronically.

7. OLD BUSINESS 
· AC Procedures Review
· [bookmark: _Hlk189047786]Myette encouraged the Committee to bring AC Binders to each meeting to refer to the procedures and bylaws as needed.
· Procedures are provided as a guideline of duties for members and PA staff.
· A clean copy was provided to the members to review.
· Much of the information is related to what is outlined in the bylaws.
· Reminder, purchases recommended by the committee do not need to be approved by the Board of Supervisors. For example, purchasing tickets to attend MDT.
· Please note, Secretarial duties will be transitioning from Romina to Sandy. The department is currently discussing when this change will be in effect.
· AC Bylaws Finalized
· Myette stated per AC meeting in September, bylaw recommendations per County Counsel were approved by the Committee. Therefore, no changes needed to be addressed to the Board. 
· Jake recommended changing where it has “Department of Aging and Adult Services (DAAS)” to add “Public Guardian”.
· Myette stated that PA will make the necessary updates and provide at the next AC meeting for final review.
· Myette announced that CICA will be hosting a Lunch & Learn meeting on 4/8/2025. The meeting will cover:
· Discussion on Quorum and the Brown Act
· Open Forum
· Encourage Chair and Vice Chair to share some information regarding their committee and engage in discussion.
· Rebecca announced the upcoming Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)/First Aid (FA) and online training. Some of the online training courses included are Aphasia, Alzheimer’s, and Bed Rest.
· Encourages members to go to reception and ask for flyers of calendar dates for training.
· Vendor Table Coverage for the Training Summit
· Celina instructed that she would cover the table during the PM session and Heather will cover the table during the AM session

· Budget could possibly cover 5 members to attend and cover 2 stipends for 2 members running the table. However, those members would not be able to attend the workshops.
· Celina suggested that she will not attend to allow the budget for others to attend. 
· Frank asked Jake if he knew of the details for MDT such as dates and fees.
· Jake stated the event will take place on May 14th; however, pricing and registration has not been announced yet.
· The event is hosted by Adult Protective Services and consists of workshops to learn and network with other agencies
· Myette suggested perhaps opting out the purchase of the basket for the vendor table to eliminate the cost of stipends. This way it allows members to attend and fully experience the event.
· Once registration fees are provided, Romina will email the committee members to see who is interested in attending. This way we can see if the remaining budget will accommodate the 2 stipends volunteering at the table and the entry fees.
· Romina passed around images of the raffle basket to Purchase for the Training Summit and MDT.
·   Celina motioned to purchase 2 baskets, one for the Summit and the other for MDT
· Jacqueline 2nd motioned to approve.
· Celina asked PA if a monetary donation could be provided if AC runs out of budget.
